Labour: Supporting young people
Labour is the party that supports the dreams and goals of every young person in 
Britain. Here are a few examples of the kind of progress Labour has made to help 
young people:

• �more young people are at University than ever before

Labour is increasing investment in 
school sports with £30 million over 
the next three years to help the most 
needy sports colleges build new 
pitches, install floodlights and provide 
better drainage so facilities can be 
used all year and round the clock.

Labour has launched a new £10 
million global volunteering scheme 
for young adults between 18 and 
25 years old.

10 week programmes abroad where 
participants will live and work in 
developing countries.
